二、Course Description 

International Trade Law is a restrictive selective course given in bilingual ways to introduce students to the basic principles of International Trade Law via lecture, case analysis, written case recommendations and class discussion. The course gives student a chance both to grasp the fundamental knowledge of international trade law and practice their English abilities as tool to get information and express themselves.

Goods and services are sold every day across national boundaries.  These transactions are subject to a myriad of laws, regulations, restrictions and special arrangements.  This complex web of laws and regulations is comprised of unilateral measures, meaning national or domestic laws, and further complicated by the international law expressed in trade agreements.  There are basically four levels of international trade agreements: unilateral measures (national law), bilateral relationships (Trade Agreement between two countries), plurilateral agreements, and multilateral arrangements (GATT/WTO). 

During this course, we will first summarize the International business law system  at large, focus on  some of the major multilateral international trade agreements and international trade customs and usages.  Special emphasis will be placed on the Convention on Contracts for the International Sale of Goods (CISG), ratified by the PRC. We will examine some relative issues in each of the main areas of the international business law mentioned above. 

The course consists of a combination of lectures both in English and Chinese, case discussions and discussions of other materials related to the international trade laws.
